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This paper presents a joint research project with the participation of Argentine and Hungarian specialists. The project was organized on the scope of a bilateral agreement signed by the Argentine and Hungarian governments to support researches in different fields. A special characteristic of this research is that it is made in two countries with different educational systems and without any common investigation in this theme till now.
Cartographers participating in this project prepared two similar questionnaires to collect information about the use of maps by teachers and pupils in the elementary schools in both countries. The obtained data is stored in digital format and the results of the data analysis are presented using different types of charts. 

The main aims of this research are the analysis of the actual situation in the teaching of map concepts in both countries, the identification of difficulties to face during the teaching of map concepts and the recognizing of the positive experiences on teaching of map concepts, in interest of possible mutual adoption of them in both countries. The final result includes the proposal written by the specialists in their respective countries to adopt these positive aspects in the educational system.
All the databases, results, comparisons and proposals written by the participant cartographers are placed to the Web, facilitating that specialists from other countries can consult freely this data and to use it in similar investigations.
